• 30 minute tractor pulled hayride over the 110 acre farm. 

• Campfire to enjoy at start and end of hayride.  Also chance to stop part 
way through the hayride for a campfire out in the fields. 

• Decorated hayride. 

• Hot chocolate and goodies for s’moores at the end of hayride. 

• Small goodie bag for ages 2 to 10. 

• Use of tents and picnic tables. 
 
How to reserve a hayride: 

• You must email information@mcmillanfarms.ca to make a reservation. 

• Reservations available weekends and Friday evenings only. 

• Groups must not exceed 25 people (maximum). 

• Minimum charge of $100.  $5 for each additional person after 10 people. 
Maximum charge of $175. Includes HST. 

• Additional $25 charge for Christmas Eve and New Year’s Eve hayrides. 

• Small groups can have their name put on list to join with other small 
groups. 

• Available dates include Saturdays and Sundays, between 10am and 4pm. 
Some evenings also available. 

• No hayrides on either Christmas or New Year day. 

• Stay limited to 90 minutes. 
 
What to bring: 

• Appropriate winter footwear for a farm. 

• Appropriate winter jacket and possibly warm gloves and hats.
